
Rules and Regulations

Revised June 2013
These rules and regulations have been prepared and approved by Park Ownership, and Management. These rules and regulations are customarily established in other mobile home parks in the state of Pennsylvania, please note that these rules and regulations are legal and binding as set forth by the state of Pennsylvania.

Prior to entry into the Park, two (2) characters and one (1) financial reference must be provided, and a satisfactory report obtained by Park Management before acceptance into the park will be granted.

Prior to entrance into the Park, tenants must sign this contract, and the application, provide all requested documents, and information, and must first be approved by Park Management, pay one months rent and a security deposit equal to one months rent. Security deposits will be returned no later than 30 days after vacating the Park, contingent on the condition of the lot and premises rented, tenants are required to clean all debris from the lot and not damage any utility hookup when removing mobile homes. Security deposits are held for lot maintenance, and may not be used for rents due, however in the event of an eviction; the security deposit may be forfeited and applied towards any rent due at that time.

Lot rent is due and payable, without demand on the 1st of each and every month.  A discount of $30.00 per month will be given to all tenants whose rent payment is received by our office on or before the 5th of each month.  Failure to pay rent when due will be considered a violation of the Rules and Regulations of this park and breach of your lease, eviction proceedings will commence immediately pursuant to the Mobile Home Park Rights Act.

Any and all checks that are returned for any reason from the bank will be charged a returned check fee of $50.00 or the maximum allowed by law, furthermore rents at that time will not be discounted.

 Tenants will assume full responsibility for the conduct of the members of their family, as well as that of their guests. In the event that family members or guests are not abiding to the rules and regulations of the Park, they are to vacate the Park premises; if they refuse to vacate the Park premises then they are trespassing and will be charged with such. Tenants are liable for any damage caused to the Park, or the property of others, including that caused by their pets, guests, or family members.

Tenants must be considerate of other tenants, no noxious activity such as loud offensive parties, racing of motor driven vehicles, loud music, etc. If motor driven vehicles, such as an ATV, snowmobile, dirt bike, etc, is operated within the park, it must be operated at slow or idle speed until taken from the Park premises, no revving of engines, is permitted. Tenants must use basic common courtesy while operating such motor driven vehicles on the Park premises. Park Management must be informed of all motor vehicles owned by tenants including all registered and unregistered motor vehicles.

Tenting on Park premises is not permitted, do not erect tents. Only umbrella style clothes lines are permitted, No lines may be attached to trees, utility poles, sheds, etc. Utility sheds must be approved by Park Management prior to being built or moved into Park, and must be installed at the direction of Park Management.

All mobile homes must be kept in good condition and neat in appearance. All mobile homes must have sound windows, doors, no holes in the exterior, etc. Tenants are responsible to keep their lot mowed, trimmed and free of trash, if lawns are not mowed, trimmed and free of trash, Park Management will have such performed and the tenant will be charged for the service accordingly.

Mobile homes must be skirted within 30 days entry with material approved by Park Management. An exception due to weather may be granted at the sole discretion of Park Management. Park Management reserves the right to approve or disapprove entry of any mobile home into the park due to age and condition.

Propane and oil tanks, porches, steps, etc., are to be kept painted and secured properly in order to assure safety for all tenants, their families, guests, and Park Staff. Park Management must be notified immediately of any oil tank spills, or leaks.

All tenants will make arrangements with local utilities serving the Park for service. Connections to all utilities must be in accordance with current building codes. It is the tenants’ responsibility that water connections are prepared to ensure that they do not freeze, or leak.

Garbage dumpsters are provided for household refuse generated from within the Park. Placing items in the dumpster that are not generated from household refuse within the Park is not permitted, tenants are encouraged to report to Park Management any person(s) who use the dumpster for items other than household refuse, or any person(s) who are not tenants of the Park. Tenants should not approach unauthorized users of the dumpster rather gather license plate numbers and the description of the vehicle driven. Tenants are urged to use common sense when filling dumpster, please break down cardboard boxes and shut the lid when finished using dumpster, to reduce critters and odors.

No burning of household trash is permitted on Park premises, No outside burning is permitted without the written consent of Park Management. Tenants of Countryside and Sugarcreek Mobile Home Parks have a designated burn area for landscape refuse, tree clippings, burnable building materials, etc. Please check with Park Management as to the exact location. 
No burning of trash, boxes, furniture, or the like in the burn pile areas. According to the DEP the only thing that may be burnt would be natural debris from lawn clippings, limbs, leaves, etc. Feel free to pile those types of items on the burn pile, and burn them as you do. The dumpster is provided to collect household trash, when putting cardboard boxes in the dumpster please break them down so they take up less space. Also any large furniture or appliances that cannot be placed inside the dumpster will be your responsibility to discard; Keberts in Meadville will take most of those items.  Any tenant that is found to be placing any items other than those permitted by the DEP will be in violation of the park rules as well as in violation of the DEP regulations. 

No wood burning devices are permitted to be installed, if tenants have had wood burning devices installed prior to May 2009, then they may continue to operate them. UL listed pellet stoves, corn burners, and anthracite coal burners will be acceptable, however they must be installed according to current building code standards, and must have written approval by Park Management.

No flushing of foreign materials, disposable napkins, diapers, paper towels, coffee grounds, cigarette ashes or stubs, etc. down sinks or commodes. Tenants will be charged for all costs to repair or unplug sewers resulting from a violation of this regulation. Tenants are responsible for all plumbing from the ground up, including sewer lines; Park Management is responsible for all plumbing underground.

Children are present in the Park, please observe a 10 mph speed limit at all times.

Wire fences are not permitted. Wooden fences no more than 15” high may be used around flowers and shrubs. Park Management does not promote privacy fencing, however those tenants wishing to install privacy fences between lots must first obtain express written permission of Park Management, the cost to purchase, install, and maintain said fences will be the sole responsibility of tenant, and must be approved by Park Management.

Tenants wishing to beautify their lot with flowers, shrubs, small trees, etc., may do so with Park Management approval, however once said items are planted tenant is responsible for the maintenance of them and they become the property of the Park Ownership and may not be removed without written permission from Park Management.

Repairing, overhauling, or washing of vehicles is not permitted on Park premises. Vehicles must be parked in designated areas; any damage to Park property from vehicles is the responsibility of the tenant. Oversized or unregistered vehicles must have Park Management approval to be on Park premises.

The use of water to irrigate gardens is not permitted.  This policy is a result of higher water usage which results in higher chemical costs to treat the water.

Swimming pools are prohibited; this is due to both insurance and liability issues as well as increased water usage associated with them.  
Tenants must be considerate of other tenants with radio, television, parties, cookouts, guests, pets, and family members.

Tenants must have written permission from Park Management before any structures such as porches, awnings, steps, sheds, etc., can be moved in or constructed in or around or attached to the mobile home.

Children are the sole responsibility of the tenant(s) and must be supervised at all times while playing outdoors. Do not allow children to play on the roadway, or in other tenants’ lots, or yards, without that tenant’s permission. Children’s toys, bikes, etc must be picked up from the lot and kept in an organized and neat manner. Sugarcreek Mobile Home Park tenants beware that Sugar Creek runs parallel with the Park, Country Side Mobile Home Park tenants beware that a deep ditch runs behind the lots on Oak Street, as well as along Shreck Road. Parents should take precaution to ensure that your children are safe. Park owners and management are not responsible for any accidents of any kind due to tenants neglect to this policy.

Under no circumstances shall any individual(s) occupy a mobile home other than those this contract is designated for. Short term guests are acceptable; any guests residing longer than 30 days must have written permission from Park Management.

A minimum of 30 days prior notice in writing must be given to Park Management when tenants are vacating the mobile home from the Park. Clearance from Park Management must be obtained before vacating.

Tenants wishing to sell their mobile home to someone, who would like to leave it in the Park, must have the perspective buyer contact Park Management before the sale is completed. Tenants wishing to sell their mobile home should ensure that the property taxes are paid current, and provide the perspective buyer with proof of payment. The perspective buyer must be interviewed and have an application approved by Park Management, if the perspective buyer plans to move said mobile home from the Park, all rents must be current before permission will be granted to move mobile home from Park. 

Under no circumstances will Park Management allow mobile homes to be rented, sublet, or sub-leased to any other persons while the home remains in the Park. 

Selling, soliciting, peddling, or commercial enterprises within the Park is prohibited. No signs of any kind may be erected on Park premises. Mobile homes for sale signs are accepted. 

Tenants are encouraged to obtain homeowners insurance for their protection, Park owners, or management will not be responsible for loss of property by fire, theft, malicious mischief, or acts of God.

Due to the growing number of complaints about dogs, Park Management does not promote dog ownership in its mobile home parks. Therefore effective May 2009, two dogs per mobile home maximum will be permitted, subject to a $50.00 per month increase in rent, per dog. Countryside and Mapleknoll Mobile Home Park tenants, who have approved dogs prior to May 2009, are exempt from this increase. Sugarcreek Mobile Home Park tenants that currently have a dog on file with Park Management and are currently paying the per dog fee, should continue to do so.

The following conditions must be met before any dog may enter the Park.:
The dog must not exceed a body weight of more than 40 pounds full grown.

Under no circumstances will any of the following breeds of dogs be allowed to enter the Park, Pit Bull, German Shepherd, Doberman, or any breed deemed aggressive by Park Management.

Tenants must furnish Park Management with a current photo and information data sheet on each dog.

Park Management reserves the right to accept or reject any dog; Park Management reserves the right to “meet” the dog before granting entrance into the Park. All replacement dogs must also be approved for entry into the Park.

A current copy of home owners liability insurance listing pet liability must be presented to Park Management and must show appropriate Park name as loss payee, so that in the event of insurance lapse, Park Management will be notified. 

All dogs must be confined to the Mobile Home, under no circumstances will tenants, or guests be permitted to tie, stake, kennel, or otherwise confine dogs outside the mobile home.

Dog owners must follow Pennsylvania Dog Law, and must have dogs on a leash at all times while outside of the mobile home. Dog’s owners must clean up after their dogs and dispose of properly.

Noisy or unruly dogs or those who cause complaints will not be permitted to remain in the Park.

Tenants are encouraged to contact the local Dog Warden if they see unattended dogs in the Park.

Under no circumstance are any outside pets permitted in the Park, including but not limited to: cats, sheep, goats, rabbits, chickens, etc.

House cats are permitted at this time with no rent increase; however cat owners must follow the same outside rules as dog owners.  Cat owners must also provide current photos, and information sheets on each cat.

Initial violations of the rules and regulations by any tenant will result in written notification of the violation, by Park Management. Subsequent violations will be handled pursuant to the Mobile Home Park Rights Act. 

Tenants wishing to file a complaint with Park Management may do so with a signed and dated written complaint to PO Box 850 Cochranton, Pa 16314 please include tenant and violation, no complaints will be honored unless signed and dated.

Park Management reserves the right to change, alter and amend the rules and regulations as is deemed necessary.
